Hazards of Portable Generators

+ Carbon Monoxide Poisoning
+ Heat/Fire

Portable Generator Safety

Carbon Monoxide Hazards

+ Generator engines produce carbon
monoxide

+ Colorless, odorless gas A CAUTIOH

+ Harmful if used indoors or in area Carbon
w/o proper ventilation monoxide.
Poison
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Carbon Monoxide Hazards

NEVER use a generator inside
- Homes

- Garages

- Basements

- Crawl Spaces

- Sheds

« Opening doars, windows, or fans will
not prevent CO build-up
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Carbon Monoxide Hazards
+ Always operate the generator
outdoors

— Well ventilated areas

— Keep minimum of 5 feet away from
+ Doors
+ Windows
+ Vents

+ Utilize a battery backed up CO
detector/alarm
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HEAT/FIRE

Portable Generator Safety

Heat/Fire Hazards

+ Combustible materials can catch fire l

+ Combustible materials are found in
homes and garages

+ NEVER use a generator inside
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Heat/Fire Hazards

Before storage
= Allow the: unit to cool
— Never store a hot generator

— Never store near wood burning or
gas burning appliances

— Drain fuel for long term storage
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Heat/Fire Hazards

Re-Fueling

— Fuel that is spilled on hot engine
parts could ignite

— Gasoline vapors are also extremely
flammable

Before re-fueling, always...
— Shut unit down

— Allow unit to cool

— NEVER refuel the generator close to
an open flame

— No smoking
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Heat/Fire Hazards

+ Re-fueling safety tips:

— Always have a fully charged fire
extinguisher nearby when refueling

— Always wipe up any fuel or cil spills
immediately

= Do not overfill the fuel tank
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Heat/Fire Hazards

+ Touching generator parts during
operation can cause serious bumns

+ Always allow the generator to cool
before touching or moving it

Portable Generator Safety

Electrical Shock Hazards

+ Generators produce electricity

+ Electrical shock can cause serious
injury or even death

Electrical shock can occur from...
— Improper contact with the generator

— Worn or frayed extension cords
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Electrical Shock Hazards

NEVER touch...

— Bare wires

— Terminals

— Connections
NEVER wear jewelry

— Jewelry conducts electricity and can
get caught in moving parts
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Electrical Shock Hazards

+ Use extension cords rated for
outdoors

Use cord rated for the correct
amperage

Use your extension cord to plug your
appliances directly into the generator

Use cords that are free of cuts,
tears, frays or taped repairs

Inspect extension cords before each
use

— When running for several days,
check periodically
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Electrical Shock Hazards

+ NEVER pinch extension cords
— Windows
— Doors
+ MEVER run under rugs or carpet

where cord damage can go
unnoticed

+ Can cause electrical shock as well
as fire
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Electrical Shock Hazards

+ NEVER plug generator into an
electrical outlet in your home or
garage

— This causes power to back feed into
the utility lines

— Can injure or kill utility workers or
neighbors using the same
transformer

— Can damage the generator

Electrical Shock Hazards

+ Water increases the risk of electrical
shock

+ Make sure hands/gloves are dry
